

Gak Recipe

(It’s like silly putty, but more fun!)

Warning – Gak may stick to clothes, carpet, your child’s hair, your favorite fabric covered couch and any porous surface. We suggest using it outdoors, or inside with a non-porous flooring surface (linoleum, sealed tile, sealed concrete etc.)

Cleaning Gak: If the gak sticks, you can dissolve it away with vinegar. Pour a generous amount of vinegar on the glob, rub until it melts, add more vinegar as needed, and rinse. Then to get any color stain out, use your favorite stain remover such as Oxiclean.
Recipe: 
Ingredients:  ½ cup of white glue (Elmer’s or generic brand is fine)
                     ½ cup water

Coloring (choose one): teaspoon of food color or tablespoon of liquid water color, or tablespoon of washable tempera paint.

                     ½ cup of hot tap water

Tablespoon of Borax (white powder laundry booster found in the laundry detergent section of store. Try Ralphs or Target. It may be hard to spot on the shelf. Ask for help if you can’t find it.)
Make two separate mixtures and then add Mix1 into Mix 2.

Mix1:  ½ cup of white glue with ½ cup of water. Add color of your choice. Mix well.
Mix2: In a separate bowl, dissolve a tablespoon of Borax in a cup of hot water.

Pour Mix1 into Mix2. Kneed and squish. Mix1 will turn into gak instantly. Pull the gak out of the liquid. The gak will be wet for about 5 minutes and then will be ready for play!
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
